 18 Hole Stableford Competition (Open). 
 Competition is open to all golfers with a GA handicap including 

members, social/limited members and visitors. 
 Social Golf Memberships, eg. Social Golf Australia, Travelling 

Memberships etc incur a green fee component in addition to the 
Competition Fee. 

 Competition fee: 
. $16 for members and visitors from other golf clubs. 
. $24 for Social Golf Memberships (not a member of another golf 

club), Travelling Memberships etc. 
 Buggies: 

. $25 for members and visitors from other golf clubs who are 
Senior Card Holders or Pensioners. 

. $30 for members and visitors from other golf clubs who are not 
Senior Card or Pension Card Holders. 

. $35 for non-members and visitors who are not a member of this 
Club or another Golf Club.  (This includes Social Golf 
Memberships such as Social Golf Australia, Travelling 
Memberships etc). 

 Prizes for members usually go into the Credit Book.  Non-members 
prizes are usually in the form of vouchers. 

 Tees:  Men tee off from the Blue Markers and Ladies tee off from the 
Red Markers. 

 Course Rating (Golflink Slope Rating):  Men – 108, Ladies – 112. 
 Flexible Starting and Finishing Times. 
 Write your name in the Thursday, 18 Hole Comp Book. 
 Place your money for the Comp in envelopes provided ensuring 

details are written on front of envelope and put in slot at front of 
Captain’s Office. 

 Book Buggies prior to event in person or by phone. 
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 Clubhouse is generally closed after 1pm on Thursdays (keep this in 
mind if requiring a buggy). 

 If you are intending to play but can’t make it to clubhouse prior to 
1pm, phone the Club to organise for your name to be put into the 
book.  You can then grab a card and put your payment in the slot 
provided near the verandah of the clubhouse. 

 If playing later in the day, make sure you have enough time to play 18 
holes prior to course closing for the day. 

 If clubhouse is closed when you finish your 18 holes, put your 
scorecard in the slot provided near the verandah of the clubhouse. 

 If clubhouse is closed when you are finished, return hired buggies to 
the area allocated near the clubhouse. 

 Competition results are recorded in the Competition Book and are 
also available on our Rosewood Golf Club Website & Facebook Pages. 

 Sponsorship:  Many Club Members sponsor prizes for various club 
competitions.  You are welcome to sponsor one of the Thursday 18 
hole Competitions at a time suitable to you.  (Simply let the Bar Staff 
or our Handicapper know if you would like to sponsor).  If you know 
of any businesses who may wish to sponsor a day, please let us know.
